Tribe passed an ordinance 
separating industrial 
hemp from its illegal 
cousin, marijuana, Alex 
White Plume researched 
hemp and found it to be a

The White Plume family quickly envisioned a new economy that would 
impact the 85% unemployment rate on the Pine Ridge Reservation. 
They never dreamed they would find themselves swept up in a struggle 
over tribal sovereignty, economic rights and common sense. From the 
hemp fields of Pine Ridge to the U.S. Federal Court of Appeals, the 
one-hour documentary Standing Silent Nation tracks one family’s effort 
to create economic independence for themselves, their reservation and 
their future generations.
