Dear colleague:
NAPT is pleased to present River of Renewal, one of four powerful documentaries (three from NAPT) for your November schedules. While we very much hope that you will consider these as a package for your programming commemorating Native American Heritage Month and that you will schedule all four in complementary slots (such as weekly or as a stunt), they are being offered separately so you are able to choose any or all.  (ITVS is offering the fourth, Summer Sun Winter Moon.) 
In River of Renewal, we accompany Yurok/Karuk/Hupa producer Jack Kohler in his journeys through California's Klamath River Basin, a region as large as Connecticut, Rhode Island, and New Hampshire, where salmon have thrived since time immemorial. Like so many American and global regions in crisis over fisheries and scarce water, the area has been experiencing horrendous disputes between utility companies, farmers, ranchers, different tribes and other competing interests for years. Out of the conflicts and in response to legislation that adversely affects all concerned, there are grassroots movements employing conflict resolution and consensus building that show promise for this environmentally sensitive region.
Jack Kohler grew up with his Welsh mother in San Francisco and returned to the North California coast to reconnect with his father’s Indian roots and to produce a film about the 1978 “salmon wars.”  At the center of these salmon wars has been an ongoing issue around whose interests are the most important to serve in the area and four huge hydroelectric dams in the rivers of the Klamath Basin. The conflicts came to a head in 2002, when the federal government ordered the unlimited release of water for farmers in the area. That water release led first to the death of 80,000 spawning salmon, and, a short time later, to the collapse of the salmon fisheries off the California and Oregon coasts. Recognizing their mutual dependence on the health of the river, many former antagonists now demand the removal of the dams and endeavor to share the water.

Update:  Just two days before River of Renewal was honored by the “Best Documentary Award at the American Indian Film Festival, PacifiCorp signed “an agreement in principle” with the Secretary of the Interior and the governors of California and Oregon to remove the four hydroelectric dams on the Klamath River.
